
Visit the archaeological site of Tulum in 
the Mexican Riviera Maya, followed by a 
visit to the archaeological zone of Cobá, 
where you can climb the ruins on foot.

Tulum offers one of the most iconic post-
cards of Mexico and is the place most 
remembered by many travelers.

Tour this pre-Hispanic settlement that is 
the only one built on the coast of the 
Caribbean Sea. Its main temple is on top 
of a cliff and is an exceptional place to 
take photos, so much so that it is the 
most captured site in the Riviera Maya.

Lagoons and cenotes of Cobá, one of the 
oldest Mayan cities and home to the 
highest pyramid on the Yucatan Peninsu-
la.

Enjoy a buffet lunch and admire the 
incredible views of the Caribbean Sea, 
then visit a Mayan village.

- Finally, we will swim in the refreshing waters of a cenote.

- At the end of the swimming activity in the Cenote, we will return to Playa 
   de Carmen to the agreed boarding point.
